Payment for this trip will be via cash to the school office or via BACS payment.  This is to ensure the 

cost is kept as low as possible. We have also further reduced the cost by putting the Fiver Challenge 

money towards the costs. 

 

The initial deposit of £75 will secure your child’s place by 23rd September  2024. Please note that 

once deposits have been paid to Land and Wave, they are not refundable and terms and conditions 

(including the above cancellation timetable) will apply.
