This letter is designed to provide key information about learning this term. Our overarching 
themes for the term are ‘Our Community’ and ‘Seasons and Celebrations’. Below you can find 
the details outlining the content covered for the different areas of learning within the EYFS for 
the term ahead.  

SUBJECT CONTENT 

 
 

Communication 
and Language 

& English 
 

Children’s communication and language development is integrated across all  
areas of learning and continuous provision opportunities. This term, we will be 
introducing phonics skills through our Little Wandle scheme. We will be learning 
how to recognise sounds and blend these to read short words. Initially, we will 
focus on recognising initial sounds and will build on our skills to orally segment 
and blend short words. We will learn how to form our letters correctly and  
practise this through name writing activities and other opportunities to label and 
write CVC/CVCC words.  

 
 
 

Maths 

In maths, we will begin with a strong focus on numbers to 5. We will look at the 
composition of these numbers, including their number bonds. Later in the term, 
we will be using this knowledge to support our explorations of addition. By the 
end of this term, the children will be able to subitise to 5 with increasing confi-
dence and speed.  

Throughout Autumn we will also be exploring shapes and positional language. 
We will spend some time looking at patterns and finding and correcting mistakes 
in patterns. 

Physical  
Development 

(PE) 
 

The children enjoy yoga sessions on a Wednesday afternoon. We also have a 
PE lesson every Monday morning. During PE, children will learn a variety of bal-
ancing, throwing and catching skills. This term, PE will have a focus on team 
skills and movement. 

 
 

Understanding 
the World 

To develop our understanding of the World, we will be exploring the natural world 
by investigating our local area. We will consider past and present by thinking 
about how we have changed since being a baby and we will discuss different 
people, cultures and communities through the Somerset AMV Special Me and 
Special Times units, of course ending with our very special Nativity performance 
at the end of the term!  

 
Expressive Arts 

and Design 

In music, we will be listening to, learning to sing or singing along with nursery 
rhymes and action songs. We will also be learning new songs for various  
celebrations across the term.  
Craft opportunities will include self-portraits, creating collages and colour mixing. 

PSED We will be following the SCARF units ‘Me and My Relationships’ and ‘Valuing 
Difference’. We will be thinking about how to form positive, kind relationships and 
how to celebrate diversity and what makes us special!
